· Do you feel you’d be able to get people to do the applications?

· Yes.  There are a healthy amount of people interested in this.  It’s a quick turnaround but it shouldn’t hinder us because there is enough interest

· Do you plan on opening this to the whole community?

· Yes.  We will advertise starting tomorrow

· I’m opposed.  Most of the campus has spring break plans already

· The numbers add up this time, but it still sounds like a really cheap spring break vacation

· Coming from the Finance Committee, we thought this was a more fair amount

· What happened to the $3000?

· They’re getting money from Indira and Church.

· The following week, students from the Qatar campus will come to Pittsburgh and we’ll have a discussion board for Q&A 

· It seems to be a good opportunity for people who want to go, but I’m concerned it doesn’t help the rest of the campus.  The people who are interested in going will benefit greatly, but I don’t see the impact on the campus community.

· This is a great way to open the Qatar campus to this campus.  People will start asking questions about Qatar and make its reputation grow.  This isn’t a glorified spring break

· I thought this was a much better motion to fund than what we funded in the past.  This will benefit the campus.  This will say to people in Qatar that CMU is trying to grow.  Not funding something like this will probably set us back.  I want people to consider what we have funded before.  They went and got extra funding and cut the budget in half.

· I don’t think past funding motions are important because a lot of us here now weren’t there to vote for the past motions.  I do think this is a glorified spring break but I’m more comfortable voting on $2000 than $5000.

· The issue is that just because there is a $3000 decrease, doesn’t mean we should vote on it.  They’re advertising this two weeks before spring break.

· I’m going to abstain because of the short notice.  I’ll be all for this next year.  I know the value of broadening horizons to other cultures.  By going to Qatar, we’re helping the campus grow globally

· One of the main things we’re doing over there is meeting the student government.  I want to point out what that benefit is to CMU.  It’s inconsistent to think of how this gives back to the school.  It’s unreasonable to apply that to every single motion.  By trying to apply something tangible to the trip undermines the purpose of the trip.  Also, time constraints haven’t stopped senate before.

· My opinion is that this does bring something back to campus.  What’s a better presentation than having people from Qatar and people from Pittsburgh in one room talking about their experiences?  I can think of other allocations that haven’t affected me or a lot of people here, but they have impacted a group of people.
